Please read the attached brochure on "How to Pack a Shoebox" to find ALL the details you will need to 
successfully pack a shoebox.  Please begin praying as a family for the child who will be receiving your box.  
Other things to consider... 

PLEASE DO 
Do - Include the All About Me Form with a  photo 
 (or drawing) of your family or child 
Do - Choose the same sex and age so your child 
 will know what they will like best 
Do - Feel free to have your child include a letter 
 with an addressed return envelope  
Do - Include a $7 check to cover shipping* 
Do - Place a rubber band around each packed 
 box 
Do - Use a shoe box or plastic box of similar 
 size (with removable lid)   
Do - Pack it as full as you can 
Do - Include extra batteries for toys that need          
 them 
Do - Review the "GIFT SUGGESTIONS" in the 
 "How to Pack a Shoebox" brochure 
Do - Pray for the child who will be receiving 
 your box 

PLEASE DO NOT 
Don't - Pack any liquids, lotions or aerosols 
Don't - Pack chocolate, food, candy that      
 can melt or candy that is outdated 
Don't - Pack vitamins or medications 
Don't - Pack military-themed items 
   (toy guns, camo items or toy     
   weapons) 
Don't - Pack items in an extra large box 
Don't - Pack any glass or breakables 
Don't - Just put in a couple of items 
Don't - Put any money in the shoe box 
Don't - Include any used items
